PM Maliki visits the Kurdish region

PM Maliki and KRG President Barzani Meet:

A Traqi Prime Minister Nuri al-Maliki and the President of the Kurdistan Regional
Government (KRG) Masoud Barzani held a rare meeting on August 2 and agreed to
continue discussions to address central government-KRG issues. PM Maliki told the
press, “Differences of opinion are very normal because we are building a state on the
ruins of (Saddam Hussein's) dictatorship ... I think we largely agree, and if there are
disputes, they are small.” Barzani announced a senior-level Kurdish delegation will
head to Baghdad in order to “solve problems.” A Kurd-Arab committee will
reportedly also be formed to address potential disagreements between the two sides.

PM Maliki Visits Halabja:

A During the second day of his trip to Iraq’s Kurdish region, Iraqi Prime Minister Nuri
al-Maliki visited the town of Halabja. Over 5,000 Iraqi Kurds died in Halabja when
Iraqi forces attacked the civilian population with poison gas in March 1988. PM
Maliki pledged that the central government will punish the individuals responsible for
the incident.

Tariq Aziz Receives an Additional Prison Sentence:
A Former Deputy Prime Minister Tariq Aziz was sentenced to an additional seven years
in prison August 2 for his participation in the forced displacement of Kurds from

northeastern Iraq during Saddam Hussein’s reign. Providing the jury’s verdict, Judge
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
