I am responding to your April 12, 1989, letter to¢ the
Department's Legal Adviser regarding the case of Mung Thi Lai.
It is the position of the Department of State that access by
nationals of Vietram to U.S, courts for resolution of purely
private claims arising in the United States after 1975, such as
those brought by your client, would not be inconsistent with
the foreign policy interests of the United States. The
question of possible suits by purported governmental entities
is, of course, entirely separate and is not addressed by this
letter. PFurther, the position expressed here in no way affects
the current U,S, governmental restrictions that apply to
financial transactions with nationals of Vietnam.
