BHUTTO. HE STARTED OFF THE CONVERSATION, IN WHICH WE WERE ALONG

- THROUGHOUT, BY EXPRESSING HIS GREAT PLEASURE AT MY VISIT AT THIS
PARTICULAR TIME TO PAKISTAN.

2. AFTER PRELIMINARY GREETINGS, IN WHICH I CONVEYED PRESIDENT
NIXON'S FONDEST REGARDS AND RESPECT AND ADMIRATION FOR THE
POLITICAL STABILITY PRESIDENT BHUTTO HAD BROUGHT TO
HIS COUNTRY IN A RELATIVELY SHORT PERIOD OF TIME IN MOST ADVERSE
CIRCUMSTANCES, 1 TOLD HIM I WAS UNDER INSTRUCTIONS FROM THE
PRESIDENT TO FULLY INFORM HIM ON THE PRESIDENT'S VISIT TO
PEKING AND MOSCOW3 TO DISCUSS WITH HIM THE DOMESTIC
ECONOMIC, aND POLITICAL SITUATION IN THE U.S. AND TO THE
EXTENT OF HIS INTEREST, TO COVER ANY PROBLEMS IN THE INTERNATIONAL
MONETARY AND ECONOMIC FIELD. I TOLD HIM I DIDN'T WANT TO BORE
HIM WITH THE MON AND ECONOMIC MATTERS SINCE WE HAD SPENT
( \ THE TWO PREVIOUSRWITH HIS PLANING AND ECONOMIC AND
