In anticipadon of the July 1, 1997 Hong Kong revision, the United States and
China siened an agreenient regarding the maintenance of the United State Consulate
General in Hong Kong,

That ageecinent, dated March 28, 1997, states that the United States Consulate
Genaral i TTong, Kong will continue to perform consular {unctions in the M1c’1u Spcu'll
Administiative Region alter December 70 1999, ‘ :

The Diplomatic Note delivered oday reflleets and confinns our prior
neerstanding tha the Macau Special Administrative Region will become a part of the
consular districl ol the ULS, Consulate General in [long Kong, and that our March 23,
[9997 Agrccement shall govern consular relatiens between the United States and Macau,

The Latin phirase “Mulatis Mutandis” means simply that the Agrecment and the
accompanying agreed minute shull apply tot he Macau SAR in the same manner and to
the samye extent as they apply tot he Hong Kong SAR, e.g. consular notification and
acuess, presumptions of ULS. nationality for those dual U,S./Chinese nationals who enter
Macan on U.S. passparts, consular privileges and immuniries, etc,

We request that you conlinm this understanding by whatever means you believe
wallld be mostconvenient. Possibilitics fu this regard include writlen confirmation of the
note dalivered taday. or any other option you may like to suggest,
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
