AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE TO THE SPECIAL OBJECTIVE GRANT AGREEMENT
between the Government of the United States of America, acting through the United
States Agency for International Development (USAID) and the Government of the
Islamic Republic of Pakistan (GOP), acting through the Economic Affairs Division of the
Ministry of Economic Affairs and Statistics, hereinafter referred to as the "Grantee".

WHEREAS, The GOP and USAID entered into a Special Objective Grant Agreement
(SpOAG) for the Earthquake Reconstruction, Grant Agreement No. 391-008 dated
January 21, 2006; and

WHEREAS, USAID and the Grantee wish to further amend this SpOAG to increase the
USAID contribution by FORTY MILLION, EIGHT HUNDRED TWO THOUSAND U.S.
DOLLARS (US$40,802,000), for a total amount of FIFTY-FIVE MILLION, SEVEN
HUNDRED FIFTY-TWO THOUSAND U.S. DOLLARS (US$55,752,000);

NOW THEREFORE, the Special Objective Grant Agreement is amended as follows:

Amendment to Section 3.1, USAID Contribution:

(a) The Grant. Section 3.1(a) is amended by deleting the amount FOURTEEN
MILLION, NINE HUNDRED FIFTY THOUSAND U.S. DOLLARS
(US$14,950,000) and inserting the amount FIFTY-FIVE MILLION, SEVEN
HUNDRED FIFTY-TWO THOUSAND U.S. DOLLARS (US$55,752,000) in
lieu thereof.

(b) The illustrative financial plan set forth at the end of Annex 1 to the SpOAG is
hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following, revised financial
plan in lieu thereof:
