BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF .- THE UNHITED STATES OF AMERICA AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION
ON THE CONSERVATION OF STRADDLING FISH STOCKS
IN THE CENTRAL PART OF THE SEA OF OKHOTSK

The Government of the United States of america and the

Government of the Russian Federation, hereinafter "the Parties,”

Guided by the Agreement Between thé Government of the
United States of America and the Governmment of the Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics on Mutuwal Fisheries Relations of
May 31, 1988, hereinafter "the 1988 Agreement,”

Recognizing the importance of long-term conservation of
straddling f£ish stocks in the Sea of Okhotsk, particularly the
pollock resources, with a view to sustainable development of
f15her1es in that reglon, ‘

Guided by the Agreement for the Implementatlon of the )
Provisions of the United Nations Convention on the Law of the

"Sea of 10 Decemhér 1982 Relating to the Conservation and

Management of Straddling Fish Stocks and Highly Migratory Fish
Stocks, which recognizes the rights, duties and interests of
the coastal State in areas of high seas surrounded entirely by
an area under the national jurisdiction of that State,

Taking into account the Agreement to Promote Compliance
with-International Coriservation and Management Measures by
Fishing Vessels on the High Seas,

Taking into account that the Russian Federation has done
its utmost to conserve and manage fish stocks in the Sea of
Okhotsk on the basis of the best scientific evidence availlable,
in order to create the conditions for sustainable fisheries,

Noting that there is an enclave in the Sea of Okhotsk that
is beyond 200 nautical miles from the baselines from which the
breadth of the territorial gea of the Russian Federation is
measured, hereinafter “"the central Sea of Okhotsk," which
constitutes only 2.7 percent of the entire Sea of Okhotsk and
is completely surrounded by the exclusive economic zone of the
Russian Federation,

Expressing serious conhcern over unregulated fishing in the
central.Sea of Okhotsk by vessels of non-coastal States,
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Realizing that such fishing can irrevocably damage the
pollock resources of the Sea of Okhotsk and, accordingly, the
entire ecosystem of that Sea on which the ceastal communities
in particular- depend,

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE .1

The Parties recognize that the conservatlon of the stocks
and management of fishing in the central Sea of Okhotsk must he
based upon the best scientific evidence available and on the
application of the precautionary approach, and that any fishing
for straddling stocks in the central Sea of Okhotsk is subject
to the rights, duties and interests of the Russian Federation. .

ARTICLE 2,

The Government of the United States of America shall ensure
that nationals and vessels subject to the jurlsdlctlon of the
United Statés of America observe measures adopted by the"
Russian Federation for the canservation and management of the
pollock rescurces in the Sea of Okhotsk, including the central
Sea of Okhotsk, that are compatlble throughout the entire
blologlcal range of these resources.

ARTICLE 3

1. Each Party shall prohibit nationals and vessels subject to
its jurisdiction from fishing for pollock in.the central
Sea of Okhotsk until the Government of the Russian .
Federation determines, on the basis of the best scientific
evidence available, that the pollock rescurces of the Sea
of Okhotsk have recovered sufficiently to allow for a
resumption of such fishing. .

2. In the event that the Government of the Russian Federation
is considéring conservation and management measures for
stocks of pollock. that would allow. for a resumption of
pollock fishing insthe central Sea of Okhotsk, it 5hall
conduct appropriate consultations with the Government of
the United States of America, having due regard for the

- cooperation of the.United States of America pursuant to’
this Agreement.




ARTICLE 4

The Part1ES shall cooperate for the purpose of studying and
analyzing scientific data.and exchanging information regarding
the pollock resources in the central Sea of Okhotsk through
mechanisms provided by the 1988 Agreement or as otherwise may
be agreed by the Partles

ARTICLE 5

1. The Parties shall invite the attention of any third party
to any matter relating to the fishing operations conducted
by its nationals, residents or.vessels flying its flag that
could affect adversely the long-term sustainable use of the
pollock rescurces of the Sea of Okhotsk.

2.. The Parties shall, c¢consistent with international law,
encourage any third party to respect the conservation and
management measures ‘for pollock stocks in the Sea of
Okhotsk adopted by the Russian Federatlon

3. If the fishing operatlons conducted by nationals, re51dents
" or vessels of any third party could affect adversely the
long-term sustainable use of the pollock resources of the
Sea of Okhotshk, the Parties shall take measures,
individually or collectively, in accordance with
internationalllaw} that they deem necessary and appropriate
to deter such operations. ’

4. The Parties shall cooperate with a view to preventing
damage to the polluock resources of the Bering Sea by
vessels flying the flag of a third party that may he
displaced from the. central Sea of Okhotsk con51stent with -
the obhjective of this Agreement,

ARTICLE 6

_ The Parties shall annually consult concerning the
implementation of this Agreement throuqh mechanisms provided by
the 1988 Agreement.

ARTICLE 7

This Agreement shall enter inte force on the date of an
excharige of diplomatic neotes indicating that the Parties have
carried - -out the internal procedures necesgary for its entry
into force, and shall remain in forece concurrent with the 1988
Agreement: . .
