The National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration of the United States of America
and the Korea Meteorological Administration of the Republic of Korea,

Recalling the Agreement Relating to Scientific and Technical Cooperation between the
Government of the United States of America and the Government of the Republic of
Korea, signed at Washington July 2, 1999; and

Recognizing the benefits to be derived by both Parties from continued cooperation under
the Protocol for Cooperation in the Field of Atmospheric Science and Technology
between the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration of the United States of
America and the Korea Meteorological Administration of the Republic of Korea, signed
at Washington November 22, 2005 (hereinafter the "Protocol");

Have agreed as follows:
Article I

Pursuant to Article X(4) of the Protocol, the Protocol shall be extended for an additional
five-year period until November 22, 2015.

Article II

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of signature, with effect from
November 23, 2010.
