• 3 different types: 

o Free text poll- you can ask any open-ended question, such as “What is your name?” 
or “Where do you come from?” or even “What questions do you have for the 
presenter?”  The audience  simply texts their answers 

o Multiple Choice Polls- A question is asked with multiple choice answers and the 
audience texts their choice.  The results are then displayed as a graph in real time.   

o Goal Poll- not very pedagogical.  People text in numbers and a thermometer climbs 
towards a goal.
