Typical Issues/Concerns with Children 

Which May Indicate Need for Assessment 

 

 

Learning behavioral changes in the classroom and/or at  home 

 

Not finishing their work or cannot find it 

 

Appearing anxious or depressed 

 

Is irritability or exhibiting low self esteem 

 

Exhibiting  angry and/or oppositional behavior 

 

Difficulty understanding school work

Initiation of First Special Needs Allowance 

  

 

 
 

To request this allowance, take the following steps: 

 

1. Request a letter from our child’s school 

 

2. Gather other information about your child: report cards, Individual 

Education Plans (IEP), previous evaluations, medical reports, etc.  

 

3. Go to the Health Unit at post to discuss your child’s difficulties. 

 

4. Send the letter from the school and any other documentation to ECS. 

 

5. SNEA authorization to Post:  When ECS receives the letter, the 

clinician can authorize the SNEA for additional assessments.

Note:  If a child’s needs exceeds the maximum allowable 

rate, parents must submit documentation through ECS to 

the Office of Allowances which may or may not 

recommend approving the amount in excess. 



Boarding Schools for the  

Away from Post Rate 

If your child is 12 or older* 

 

Consult with your school, the health unit, RMOP and contact ECS clinician to 

discuss options. 

 

A boarding school list can be sent to you. 

 

Travel is authorized for one parent and your child to do an onsite visit. 

 

For complex cases eg. multiple diagnoses/problems an educational 

consultant can be requested but must be approved first 

 

 



Homeschooling 

 Homeschooling overseas may be an option if the school cannot 

accommodate your child’s needs or if this is the parents decision of 

choice. 

 

Parent needs to identify an appropriate, credentialed home school 

eg. Nebraska is one option for younger children and Calvert for older 

children but there are others. 

 

Progress of the child will be monitored to ensure that they are 

making adequate progress 

 

Parent need to send documentation annually to renew.

Children:  ECS Role 

 ECS recommends clearance for all special 

needs children 
 

Provides overview of the MED Clearance Process 

 

  Reviews assessments/documentations/IEPS to 

determine whether the child has special needs 

 

  Recommendation is sent to clearance nurse who 

sends to CDO

Issues that Affect Smooth Sailing of the 

MED Clearance/Post Approval Process 

 Current documentation on their children is not 

updated. 
 

 Challenges in ensuring child’s needs are met 

 

 ECS does not receive current clinical and school 

assessments 

 

 Ensuring adequate time is given to schedule hard

IDEA:  The Individuals with Disabilities Act 

 Public Law 105-17, the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act 

Amendments of 1997 (IDEA), is the federal special education law. IDEA 

was signed into law in June 1997, with final federal regulations 

published in March 1999.  

 

 IDEA guarantees to each child with a disability and in need of special 

education services, the right to a free appropriate public education 

(FAPE) in the least restrictive environment (LRE) appropriate.
