1. Federal Resume:  Consider building a federal resume in USAJOBS to ensure all necessary information is included.
1. Proof of Non-Competitive Eligibility (NCE): Initial and final SF-50s that demonstrate the 52 weeks of work in a Family Member Appointment (FMA). A signed NCE Verification Letter from post Human Resources Office is recommended but not required. 
1. Most recent signed Employee Performance Review (EPR).



Eligible family members (EFMs) who have earned non-competitive eligibility (NCE) under Executive Order 12721 can use NCE to secure positions in the Civil Service.
